Monkhopton Nol Bridge Road Closure

We write to inform you of the proposed bridge repair works which require the closure of Walkerslow Bridge
which crosses over the Mor Brook.

The repair work will involve maintenance works to the bridge structure.
The work is proposed to start on 23/09/24 to the 25/09/24.
